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Ipplepen Cricket Club Invitational Kwik Cricket Festival
On Wednesday 30th June Ipplepen Cricket Club are hosting a Primary Schools Kwik Cricket Festival for schools in the Ipplepen area. The date has been chosen to coincide with National School Sport Week and the event will place an emphasis on developing skills as well as playing Kwik Cricket matches. There is a charge of £10 per school to enter the festival, to help cover costs of trophies and certificates. 

The Festival will start at 1pm prompt and finish at around 4pm with each school playing Kwik Cricket matches and taking part in a skills coaching session during the afternoon. There will be a trophy for the winning team as well as certificates for all children who take part in the Festival. A team must consist of 8 children drawn from Key Stage 2 and must contain at least 2 girls.

The Festival will take place at Ipplepen Cricket Club, Moor Lane, Ipplepen which is 2 minutes from the A381 Totnes to Newton Abbot road. There is ample parking for cars and mini buses at the ground. Teams may arrive from 12.15pm onwards and we will aim to start the first activities at 1pm prompt. Teams arriving early are welcome to bring a packed lunch to eat at the cricket club should they wish.
The Festival will use wind-balls and Kwik Cricket style plastic bats in all games and skills challenges, so children only need to come suitably dressed in PE kit (2 changing rooms are also available if needed) with plenty to drink and provision for cold or hot weather as necessary. In case of inclement weather or unsuitable ground conditions the Festival will be cancelled and schools notified as early as possible.
The Festival will be officiated by volunteers from Ipplepen Cricket Club including adults who hold current CRB checks. However each school must supply a responsible adult to who will be on site throughout the festival and who will have responsibility for supervising children from their school. Parents are also welcome to come and watch and we hope to have refreshments on sale during the afternoon.
The exact format for the “competition” element of the Festival is outlined overleaf but the aim is to reward both team performances in matches and individual cricket skills. If you have any questions please do not hesitate to contact me.

FESTIVAL COMPETITION FORMAT
Each school will play 2 other schools in a ‘round robin’ triangular format. These games will be played using standard ‘pairs cricket’ rules with 4 batting pairs each facing 2 overs (12 good balls) of bowling and every player bowling 1 over (6 good balls). Teams start with 100 runs and lose 5 runs for a wicket.
If you are not familiar with pairs cricket there is an excellent guide at the following web site

While 2 schools are playing in a Kwik Cricket match, the third school will take part in a cricket skills coaching session where players will earn extra runs for their team through bowling, batting and fielding challenges. Children will also have the opportunity to benefit from some skills coaching delivered by Ipplepen’s experienced club coaches prior to taking part in the skills challenges.
At the end of the day each school will have an overall Festival score, made up of their run totals in 2 Kwik Cricket matches plus the bonus runs gained from the skills challenge. The winning school will be the one with the highest overall score.
